The Online Program Development Fund has led to the development and availability of numerous complete credentials including degrees, diplomas and certificates. Complete credentials were developed through the OPDF in three ways:
1. A single round of funding allowed for development of all the courses required for a complete credential. OPDF = BCcampus Online Program Development Fund

Many credentials are currently partially built out with plans to complete development through subsequent rounds of funding.

All BC public post secondary institutions participate in the Online Program Development Fund. In addition the Online Program Development Fund stimulates extensive inter-institutional collaboration. The vast majority of development is done collaboratively involv-
ing two or more institutions. While BC post secondary institutions are the lead developers for all OPDF initiatives many projects have outside partners including associations, non-profit groups, societies, school districts, First Nation groups, federal government
agencies, private sector companies, and higher education institutions outside of BC. Although these partners are not shown on this map their contributions are significant and their participation broadens the reach and benefits of OPDF development activities across
sectors and beyond.
