The pilot Transcript Exchange service has been developed

to demonstrate the efficiencies available by replacing paper
transcripts with electronic versions when official student
transcripts are exchanged between participating institutions.
This standards-based mechanism is currently in production

for Douglas College, Kwantlen Polytechnic University and Simon
Fraser University. Plans are underway to extend implementation
province-wide, starting with University of British Columbia,
Langara College and University of the Fraser Valley.
